proach tags on hard, painted surfaces, telephone 
poles, and concrete. Each type of tag requires a 
slightly different technique. 
Team members were provided with well-stocked 
“Clean It Up” kits, obtained from Metro through its 
graffiti abatement program.
“These are great kits,” explained Julie Leet. Each kit 
contains spray cleaning solution, a plastic bucket 
and scraper, gloves, safety glasses and a microfiber 
cloth. 
The kits are available to small businesses, neighbor-
hood associations, and individuals, free of charge 
from Metro.
